ARTICLE I. Terms

(1} Unless otherwise specified the term of this contract is for two semesters, the starting and ending date for each semester is
published by the Office of Housing and Residence Life. The period of the mid-year semester (Christmas break) is not in-
cluded as a part of the contract. (See Article ili., Item 1)

(2} This contract is for space in MHousing and not for a specific room or specific bed. Reassignments will be made by the Directors of
Housing and Residence Life if deemed appropriate and in the best interest of the university.

(3) The University reserves theright ta refuse a student’s being admitted to or remaining in housing if the student fails to meet University
requirements or to adhere properly to University policies or regulations; or if the student's health makes group living unwise.

(4) Upon withdrawal or dismissal from the University, a student must withdraw immediately from housing.

(5) Official withdrawal requires assigned room to be completely vacated of personal effects and all keys returned to the Office of
Housing and Residence Life within 24 hours. The University reserves the rightto remove belongings leftin/on the premises. Storage
is not provided.

ARTICLE Ii. Deposits, Fees and Refunds
(1) (a) NEW HOUSING STUDENTS - A $250.00 Reservation/Damage deposit fee shall be paid to reserve a space on campus. This
fee includes a $150.00 non-refundable room advance that will apply towards the housing payment; $100.00 is maintained by
the university as a damage deposit. Refund of $100.00 (damage deposit) will be made if written notification of cancellation is
received by the Housing and Residence Life Office by August 4 for Fall Semester and December 8 for Spring Semester. The
University will pay no interest on the deposit.
(b} RETURNING HOUSING STUDENTS - A $150.00 non-refundable room advance fee shall be paid by March 7 to reserve a
space for fall. This fee will apply towards the Fall Housing Payment.
{2) Housing fees for the Fall semester shall be paid in full by August 4, by noon.
Housing fees for the Spring semester shall be paid in full by December 8, by hoon.

(3) Withdrawal by a student who resides in Housing shall constitute default of the Contract and no refund of the housing fee and
meal plan fee shall be made except in the following situation: A pro rated refund of the housing fee may be made only
if full occupancy in housing is maintained and as vacancies are filled by the University. If such refunds are made, they are made
inthe order of withdrawal. (In other words, the first person to withdraw gets the first refund available regardiess of the room assigh-
ment or the replacement.)

(4} Requests for termination of the Housing and Residence Life Gontract must be addressed in writing to the Director of Housing.
Written cancellation of reserved housing must be received by the Office of Housing and Residence Life prior to the date that the
housing fee is due. Subsequent cancellation may resultin the full amount of the housing and meal fee to be due and payable
to FMU. If applicable, delinquent accounts will be assigned to a collection agency. The student will be responsible for
attorney fees, court costs and all related collection fees.

{5) A refund of the housing fee and meal plan fee may be considered for situations such as academic dismissal, marriage, activation
for military service, or uniquely extenuating circumstances that occur during the term of this contract. Al situations will require
documentation and must be approved by the Housing and Dining Refund Committee. Requests must be submitied in writing to the
Director of Housing. Should a refund be approved, a $150.00 charge will be assessed in all cases with the exception of academic
dismissal.

(6) Generally any approved refunds of housing fee and meal plan, if relevant, shall be made within thirty (30) days following the date
of approval.

{7) Relund of the $100.00 damage deposit fee shail be made upon proper withdrawal from Housing and if no housing
damages, fines, or related obligations have been assessed against the damage deposit fee.

(8) If a student is required to leave Housing for failure to meet or to adhere properly to University policies or regulations, no
refund is granted.

ARTICLE Illl. Obligations of the University

{1} Itshallgrantthe use of the facilities each semester from the published date that housing opens until the published date that housing
closes. During official recesses the University secures all door locks. A resident who has been granted permission to remain in
housing during official closings may be assessed an additional fee.

(2) Inthe event of mechanical, electrical or water problems, it shall make ali reasonable efforts to restore service but shall give no
abatement in rates because of inability to restore service, and shall not be liable for any personal inconvenience or personal
losses incurred.

(3) Itshallfurnishatwin-sized bed with mattress, wardrobe unit/closet, a desk, and a chair for each resident. inthe apartmentcommunal
areas, it shall furnish dining table and chairs, kitchen appliances, and a sofa. Privacy blinds are on ail windows. Telephone
service is provided and maintained by the University. The Forest Villas are furnished with full-size beds.

{4) 1t shall assign a space in Housing according to date of receipt of the Housing Application, after the contract has been ap-
propriately signed and payment of the deposit/damage fee has been made. Whenever possible, requests for a specific building,
apartment, and roommate shail be henored, but cannot be guaranteed. The University reserves the right to require assignment
changes which it considers necessary or advisable, including new assignments to rooms vacated during a semester,
